Background and objective
Extreme weather events caused by climate change are increasing across the globe, endangering the lives and safety of human beings. Developing and least developed countries are especially more vulnerable to climate crisis and exposed to the risks of large-scale natural disasters. 
The international community has made diverse efforts and investments to respond to global climate crisis and achieve shared growth. In line with this effort, the Korea Meteorological Administration (KMA) has implemented various international development cooperation projects and education and training programs to support its partner countries vulnerable to disaster hazards, especially in Asia. 
As part of the effort, the KMA will be holding Global Forum on International Development Cooperation for Climate Change Response in Asia, to share development cooperation activities in the field of weather and climate, as well as to explore ways to create synergy effects through cooperation and collaboration, by inviting domestic and overseas experts from international development cooperation agencies.
